· Dale Harris: Wants everything necessary to create the two required auto reports
· Eric Lowe: No counter request. 
· Several purposes for the reports
· NAIC – statistical reports
· VA – Rate making date/market data/compilations of data
· Purpose of statistical data is to provide rate making to the parties.
· Dale: Stay focused on the statistical reporting
· Eric: AAIS complies with NAIC minimums
· Ruturaj: Source column helps with this discussion of NAIC vs extra/phase 2
· Dale presents Auto Coverage Report
· What is on the report
· The data elements needed to make the report
· Derived vs pass through estimated
· Dale recommends switch from codes to raw values, eg, deductible amounts by amount not by code
· George Bradner, Susan Chudwick agree
· Eric Lowe: Dale is spot on with territory – agrees it can vary by carrier. Zip code might be finer/better.
· Susan agrees: Territory is too messy. Need standardization or it won’t make sense, states can’t make use of it.
· George Bradner agrees
· Eric: Territory developed in 70s, is used for rates. VA DOI can map their territory into a carrier’s data.
· Susan: Nine digit zip recommended
· George Bradner: Column for min Stat, expanded stat, regulatory data.
· Min -what we have
· Expanded  - what we’d like to use/have
· Regulatory - What is needed for market conduct, other uses
· Vehicle coverage – less than full year handling?
· Earned vs written? Seems like earned since 18 months later
· How do we get to car years?
· Eric: VA does it its own way, explained VA “car months”
· Four other fields have logic component
· Need definitions
· How is stat agent developing incurred loss and basic loss? Carriers don’t provide it.
· Dale: 18 items make up with Min stat plan
· Plus may need a few additional fields to derive them.
· Peter: Use VIN numbers?
· Eric: NO. More for auditing no double coverage.
· Dale: Travelers does not pass it currently
· Susan: Personal Lines, VIN number is from agents, can’t guarantee accuracy
· Dale: Travelers has a vehicle ID, not equal to VIN
· George: VIN has many uses
· Ruturaj: We have homework to do by next meeting – review fields, relevancy
